Resuming Patterns Virtually

We hope you had a blessed holiday season despite the many challenges that 2020 has brought.
We were grateful for time spent with both sets of grandparents, even though the celebrations were more
quiet than usual. Now that we are back in Philadelphia, life has resumed its normal patterns of virtual
school and digital ministry. Though university students have not yet returned to the classroom (and in
Philly many will remain at home for yet another semester), we are attending several training opportuni-
ties during the winter break.

Claire will serve as the Operations Team Leader for the Summer Mission in Philadelphia this sum-
mer. Two weeks in January are spent learning and planning with other Summer Mission team leaders
from around the country. She will be responsible for the budget and housing and all logistics for the mis-
sion, while Evan and Kathleen (staff couple in Philadelphia) will lead student discipleship and the sched-
ule for the project. We are praying and planning for an in-person project this May and June with twelve
students and several staff members. Our goal is to incorporate campus evangelism and mercy ministry
together this summer. Pray for Claire, Evan, and Kathleen as they plan together for a fruitful project de-
spite Covid’s disrupting nature.

Caleb is in the middle of a different training geared toward Cru leaders who are expanding to new
campuses where Cru is not present. It is a helpful time to rub shoulders with other staff and learn new
ways to reach students with the gospel. When this training ends, we will transition quickly into a virtual
Winter Conference for students of South Asian descent. Over 100 people are registered for this three-
day conference, the most attendants we have ever seen for Design! We are praying for good fellowship
and teaching, as well as minimal technical glitches during the weekend.
